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Sometimes, a voice message is better than a typed e-mail. And assuming that you 
have a microphone linked to your computer, or your Webcam has a built-in mic, 
it's now very easy to do. It's all thanks to a Web service called RecordMP3. 
 
To use it, fire up your browser and head tohttp://www.recordmp3.org. Follow the 
instructions to enable the necessary access to your microphone, and to record 
your voice or any other sound. When you're done, you can download the recorded 
item straight to your computer as an MP3 file. Even more useful, though, is that 
your recording is instantly and automatically uploaded to the RecordMP3 servers, 
and you'll be given a unique URL link for it. 
 
To allow friends, family or colleagues to hear the recording, just email the URL to 
them. As soon as they click on it, the recording will play on their PC. It's as simple 
as that. Just make sure that you don't use the service to record anything particu-
larly sensitive or confidential.

Rotary Awareness Month  
Working Together to End Polio 

 
Despite a stagnant global economy, Rotary clubs 
around the world have succeeded in raising more than 
US$200 million in new funding for polio eradication. 

The fundraising milestone, announced today at Rotary's 
annual International Assembly in San Diego, was 
reached in response to a $355 million challenge grant 
from the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation. All funds have 
been earmarked to support polio immunization activities 
in affected countries where this vaccine-preventable dis-
ease continues to paralyze children. 

"We'll celebrate this milestone, but it doesn't mean that we'll stop raising money or 
spreading the word about polio eradication," Rotary Foundation Trustee John F. 
Germ told the annual conference of Rotary leaders. "We can't stop until our entire 
world is certified as polio free." 

"In recognition of Rotary's great work, and to inspire Rotarians in the future, the 
foundation is committing an additional $50 million to extend our partnership," said 
Jeff Raikes, Chief Executive Officer of the Gates Foundation. "Rotary started the 
global fight against polio, and continues to set the tone for private fundraising, 
grassroots engagement and maintaining polio at the top of the agenda with key 
policy makers."

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Cynthia Derosier’s enthusiasm for being, “stoked” exudes from her smile and being.  The Executive Direction for 
the Surfrider Spirit is catching waves and changing lives.  Her love for catching waves and the environment has 
become the foundation for an organization devoted to improving the lives of many troubled youth. 
 
Surfrider Spirit was created in response to the desperate need to help rehabilitate and improve our island’s troubled 
youth’s esteem and spirits.  The Hawaii State Family Court system has supported this surfing and leadership build-
ing program to provide structure and guidance for many who come from broken families.  
   
According to "Surferspirit.org" (2012), youth develop new skills, explore new modes of thinking, and embrace a new 
approach to life. The joy of surfing and accomplishment of catching waves is an instant boost to self-esteem, and 
surfing together provides a positive bonding experience and enhances trust. Our method of combining one-on-one 
mentoring, group mentoring, peer mentoring, eco-therapy, experiential environmental education, and athletics stim-
ulates youth participation and leads to strong relationships. 
 
These youth have suffered traumas and their problems, wounds, and challenges run deep. For them, more acces-
sible youth programs are insufficient. The core focus is serving youth aged 13-18 years who are directed to our 
programs by Hawaii Family Court judges 
from Hawaii Girls Court and Hawaii Juve-
nile Drug Court. According to the courts, 
these youth have less than 12-24 months 
to turn their lives around or they will likely 
become incarcerated as adults. To make 
drastic changes they need intensive atten-
tion and extensive resources. 
 
Typically approximately 50% of the youth 
are from single-parent families, 55% are 
Native Hawaiian and 42% live in public 
assistance (low income) households de-
pendent on food stamps or living in public 
housing. Many come from economically depressed or rural communities. ("Surferspirit.org", 2012). 
Giving the youth the opportunity to develop life skills will support out island.  Teaching them how to be stoked is 

something Cynthia is passionate about.  Her enthusiasm was 
contagious and has focused this feeling into a book that is avail-
able through the website or at Borders.    
 
After this incredible presentation last week, 13 books were sold 
and 10% of the proceeds will go towards this program.  If you 
are interested in purchasing a book or supporting this cause, the 
website is www.surferpirit.org.
